Types of Skeletal Systems:

-exoskeleton – outside of body



*resists growth



*limits body size



*muscles attach on the inside



*Arthropoda – made of chitin



*Mollusca – made of calcium


-endoskeleton – inside of body



*muscles attach on the inside



*grows with the body



*Porifera – spicules of calcium, silicon



*Echinodermata – dermal ossicles made of calcium



*Chordata – bone or cartilage


-if there is not skeletal structure, animals have a hydrostatic skeleton, or a fluid


 filled body cavity
